The Registration fee must be mailed to the above address and received no later than Saturday, 
September 13, 2008. For late registration, the deadline will be Saturday, September 27, 2008 by 
5:00 pm EST. There will be an additional fee of $50 for late registration ($250).

Please note that the registration check will not be deposited until after your team has been 
notified as to its status in the competition. In the event that your team is not selected to compete 
at Fusion Royale, your check will not be deposited and the check will be returned via mail.

Application Process 
1. Please submit a 3-5 minute video of a routine within the past year. The video can be from an 
actual performance or from a practice routine. The video should have at least 75% of the 
performers who will perform at the competition. Videos can be submitted in DVD format, or 
through an electronic file transfer. The video MUST be in high quality. 
2. Enclose scans/photocopies of a valid photo ID of each participant listed in the registration 
packet.  
3. Complete the attached ÒRegistration Form.Ó 
4. All team members must sign and date the attached ÒWaiver and Release Form.Ó 
5. Team captains must sign and abide by the contract. 
6. Enclose a Registration check of $200.00 made payable to Sumit Sehgal. (Please note that NO 
registration check will be deposited until your team has been notified of its acceptance to Fusion 
Royale). If the application is being submitted after September 13, 2008, then please include a 
$50 late fee. 
 
Selection Process 
Members of the Fusion Royale Registration Committee will have access to Registration Packets. 
The members will review packets and select ten teams to compete in the competition. 
 
Notification Process 
Team captains or primary contact will be notified of the respective teamÕs status no later than 
Tuesday, September 30, 2008 by either phone or email. 
 
Team Roster Rules 

1. Maximum number of people permitted on stage is 16 (including dholi, singers, 
dancers, and instrument players). 

2. The minimum number of dancers is 8 (not including dholi, singers, and instrument 
players). 

3. Every person on the roster must be on stage during the performance. 
4. Roster changes will be allowed until a week before the competition. E-mail any roster

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Competition Rules and Regulations 
 
1. Each team is allowed to perform for a maximum of 8 minutes. In the event that a team exceeds 
the 8-minute time limit, a 10-point deduction will be made from each judgeÕs evaluation form. 
Time starts as soon as your music begins (including any instrumental or vocal introduction). 
 
2. Teams must consist of at least 8 dancers but no more than 16 dancers. Teams are limited to 
only ONE non-dancing manager/gopher. If teams do not consist of 16 performers, remaining 
extra positions may NOT be occupied by more non-dancing assistants. 
 
3. Only those participants whose names are found on the team roster and provide valid photo 
identification in mail will be allowed backstage on the day of the competition. Under no 
circumstances will anyone not listed on the final roster be allowed backstage. Roster changes are 
allowed until Saturday, October 11, 2008. In the event of changes, new performers should 
immediately send a copy of a valid photo ID. The copies/scan and updated roster must be e-
mailed to gothamproductions@gmail.com.  
 
4. Each team must submit a copy of their music (either on a CD or electronically). If you submit 
your track on a CD please be sure to label each CD with your team name and captainÕs name. 
The CDs may not contain more than one track. Any extraneous tracks must be cut from the CD. 
The track must be submitted by Saturday, October 11, 2008. No CDs will be accepted on the day 
of the show, or in the week prior to the show. Please listen to the track before sending it to ensure 
there are no errors. 
 
5. Fire and smoke machines are strictly prohibited on stage. No glitter, tape, magic dust, hay, or 
fog will be allowed. There shall be no use of fireworks during the performance. Additionally no 
swords (with a real blades) are permitted onstage. Any props used during the performance must 
be completely removed from the stage by the team after the performance. No team will be 
allowed to use props that may cause any structural damage to the venueÕs stage. Teams will be 
liable for any fees or charges related to structural or surface damage to the stage floor. 
 
6. Signing the team roster indicates that you agree to abide by the guidelines described in this 
registration packet. 
 
7. All teams must be dressed backstage and ready to perform for the competition by 6:00 pm. 
Any team that is not ready at this time will have 10 points deducted from the teamÕs overall 
score. 
 
8. Consumption of alcohol, use of any illegal substances, and/or being under the influence at or 
near the premises of Tribeca Performing Arts Center by performers will not be tolerated. The 
event coordinators reserve the right to disqualify and/or expel any performers partaking in, or 
reasonably suspect of such activity. 
 
9. Any debate, harassment, or confrontation between opposing teams or with the event 
coordinators will result in immediate disqualification, ejection from premises, and forfeiture of 
the entry fee. 



 
10. The team with the highest total score wins. The competition will be judged by 3 judges. In 
the event of a tie for first place, the first and second place will be split between the two teams 
and a third place winner will be announced. In the event of a second place tie, the second and 
third place prizes will be split and there will be no third place winner. In the event of a third 
place tie, the two teams will just split the third place prize.  
 
11. No team member, participant, or assistant is allowed to interfere or debate with the panel of 
judges regarding their scorecard. Violation of this rule will result in immediate disqualification. 
 
12. The event coordinators reserve the right to add, subtract, or revise existing rules as is seen fit. 
All teams will be notified of any changes made. 
 
13. Any team who falsifies information and disagrees to abide by all regulations will 
automatically have their registration form declined, registration fee forfeited and committees of 
accredited competitions will be notified.
